Quiz Cards

	Materials
	A4 card, tinfoil, cellotape, scissors, hole puncher, markers/colouring pencils, electricity kit (battery, bulb and crocodile clips). 

	Background Information
	This is a variation of the electric quiz activity in the Discover Primary Science Activity Support Booklet.

	Activity Description
	On one side of the card write questions on the left (European countries) and answers on the right (capital cities). Muddle them up so that each question is next to the wrong answer. Punch a small hole on the left side of each question and on the right side of each answer. Turn the card over and connect up each question to the right answer using tinfoil. Make sure you have punched the small holes first and when you turn over to the front of the card, make sure you can see the tinfoil through the small holes. On the back of the card insulate each strip of tinfoil with a piece of cellotape.
With your electricity kit, join the battery to the bulb with a piece of wire. Join one crocodile clip to the other end of the battery and join a second crocodile clip to the other side of the bulb.

Playing the game:

Ask a friend to clip one crocodile clip to the hole beside one of the questions on the left side of the card and to clip the other crocodile clip to the hole beside the answer on the right side of the card. If the answer is correct the circuit will be complete and the bulb will light up.

	Extension
	Ask the children what else could be used instead of the cellotape. If they reply with something like pritt stick then they don’t understand the concept of the tinfoil as the conductor and the cellotape as the insulator.
