Making Bouncy Custard Balls easier to run with a younger/less dexerous
It saves hassle if the teacher makes up a jug of borax solution in advance.

One tablespoon  of borax in 12 tabs water will give 36 individual teaspoons.

PVA glue can also be pre-dispensed in the cups as measuring a tablespoon of such sticky stuff is a bit fraught.

With these accommodations a younger group than 5th and 6th can do this activity. There is still the custard to measure, the mixing of PVA and custard, the dosing with a teas of borax, mixing this and making the ball, so there is plenty to do.
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
